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In Language Arts the students have been working with quotation marks.  Next week we will be working with homophones.  These are words that sound the same, spelled differently, and have different meanings.  In writers workshop we are writing persuasive pieces. In the next couple weeks we will look at the elements of report writing.   In reading we will begin a new unit and learn the elements of mysteries.  For example, red herrings, detectives, clues, etc.  We have begun a new read aloud novel called, The Mystery on Cranberry Farm.  We will continue with our word work as well. 

Math: We are just finishing up decimals.  We will talk about volume and capacity then look at probability.  These will be the last units to cover before our Provincial Assessment (dates below).  The third week of May we will be reviewing all material covered over the year.  Please continue to practice the math facts at home! The students will be tested on multiplication and division facts – our goal is to answer 15 questions correctly in one minute.
In Science we are beginning our unit about forces, specifically friction. We will have some fun with experiments testing for friction and reducing friction.  We will make hover crafts to see how air can reduce friction!
